This letter to the Editor is an attempt to balance the misleading and biased Dispatch
coverage, by Dispatch reporter Alayna DeMartini, of the first two days of my disciplinary
hearings, as reported in the August 2 and August 3, 2006 editions of the Dispatch,
under the captions ‘Judge’s Disciplinary case starts’ and ‘Judge kept them from
speaking, lawyers say’.
