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There are four Counts pending against me.

Count One involves Allison v. Patterson, a civil protection order I
handled in Oct. 2003. The case involved unmarried parents
embroiled in child custody/parenting time disputes.

The Count One allegations are that:
1. I refused to timely disqualify myself from the case, allegedly
violating Canon 3(E)(1) and Canon 4

2. I and/or my staff had improper contacts with a detective, with
Franklin County Childrens’ Services Employees, with a
Columbus City Attorney Receptionist and with Mr. Patterson,
allegedly violating Canon 3(B)(7) & 4

3. I was intemperate and biased toward Ms. Allison and her
attorneys, allegedly Vlolatmg Canon 3, 3(B)(4), 3(B)(5) and
Canon 4

4.1 failed to follow the law and failed to comply with the law
allegedly violating Canon 2, 3(B)(8) and Canon 4

5. I retrieved a child from attorneys who removed said child
from my private conference room without my permission while I
sat on the bench in my courtroom only two feet away.

Allegations 1-5 above include no fewer than 12 of the 40 alleged violations of the Canons

* Allison v. Patterson was in my courtroom in Oct. & Nov. 2003. The Disciplinary
Counsel filed the Formal Complaint against me in 2005. The Disciplinary Counsel is
required to complete the investigation of a grievance referred to their office within a year
from the date of referral of the grievance by a complaining party. The Disciplinary
Counsel has refused to date to disclose how Count One became the subject of a
grievance. Their response to our repeated requests has been, “ There is no complaining
party.” Of course, this denies me the opportunity to examine the political motives of
whomever it is responsible for the referral. These are serious due process issues. I believe
the “witch hunt” began due to the fact I sent an Aug. 27, 2004 letter to Chief Justice
Moyer detailing the abuses of the Republican majority at the Court of Common Pleas,
Division of Domestic Relations; abuses which prevented me from protecting children.
