1. Since May 2004, I have served as Bailiff to the Honorable Carole H. Squire,
in the Franklin County Court of Common Pleas, Domestic Relations and Juvenile

2. In my capacity as Judge Squire’s Bailiff, 1 personally participated in aspects
of Maria Camburn v. Gregory Camburn 05DR-01-124 and Gregory Camburn v. Maria
Camburn 05DV-01-51.

3. Having first-hand knowledge of the aforementioned cases, 1 thought it
appropriate to submit this affidavit regarding Susan Lantz’s Affidavit of Disqualiﬁcaﬁgn.

4. On February 3, 2005 at approximately 9:15 am., Susan Lantz came into the
courtroom to check in for a review of an emergency custody order (hereinafter ECO)
granted to her client Gregory Camburn and a full hearing of a civil protection order
(hereinafter CPQ), also granted to Gregory Camburn. Ms. Lantz informed me that
Respondent Maria Camburn had not been served and to her knowledge was not present. 1
confirmed that she had not checked in at that time and offered Ms. Lantz a lead sheet and
a continuance form to complete. I gave her these forms for the obvious reason that the
Court could not go forward with the CPO full hearing if the Respondent had not been

5. Upon call of the case that moming, the CPO was subsequently continued by
Judge Squire and the review of the ECO was scheduled to reconvene on February 4, 2005
at 8:00 am. At the conclusion of the hearing Judge Squire ordered Susan Lantz, in the
presence of all parties and myself, to produce the minor children of the parties and
Wanda Camburn, the witness upon whose affidavit Judge Lias relied in granting the
ECO. Judge Squire issued this verbal order, from the bench, to have the children and
