Dear Chief Justice Moyer:

I regret the need to burden you with matters in regard to actions taken, between January 2001
and the present, by a majority of Judges elected to the Franklin County Court of Common Pleas,
Division of Domestic Relations, and Juvenile Unit. However, regrettably, these actions which fellow
jurists have persisted in engaging, since January 2001, have disregarded the due process rights of among
others, a widow, a disabled court employee and interfered with my ability to protect the best interest of
at least one small child involved in a case assigned me and required extraordinary work effort as I
endeavored to protect the best interest of another child. Such actions expose our court to liability.

- Further, such actions deny the affected persons basic respect, fundamental fairness, dignity and their
. constitutionally protected right to due process.

.o These actions, which I have consistently, albeit unsuccessfully, endeavored to dissuade a

" majority of the Court from continuing to practice, are tantamount to interference with the effective and
efficient administration of justice. As such, so as to honor my commitment to effectively and efficiently
serve the public, consistent with the high standard all elected judges are sworn and duty bound to
uphold, I hereby direct to your attention, for appropriate action, the following matters:
