DIRECT EXAMINATION

BY MS. BROWN:

Q. Good afternoon.

A. Good afternoon.

Q. Would you state your name, please?

A. Nicole Hall.

Q. Would you spell your first and last names
for us?

A. Nicole, N-i-c-o-l-e, H-a-1-1.

Q. And are you here this afternoon pursuant

to a subpoena?

A. Yes, I am.
Q. And Ms. Hall, what is your work address?
A. It is Capital University Family Advocacy

Clinic, 303 East Broad Street, Columbus, Ohio

43215.
Q. And are you an attorney?
A. Yes, I am.
Q. And when were you admitted to the

practice of law?

A. In November of 2001.
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Q. and following law school, where did you
work?
A. Following law school, vaorked for

LexisNexis for a year, then I worked for Legal Aid
Society of Columbus for a year, and then I went to

the Capital University Family Advocacy Clinic.

Q. Where did you go to law school?
A. Ohio State University.
Q. When did vyou go to the Capital -- when

did you start working at the Capital University
Family Advocacy Clinic?

A. July 1st, 2003.

Q. and at this point in time, in 2006, what
are your job responsibilities at the Family
Advocacy Clinic?

A. I'm one of the two attorneys in the
contested custody unit, which means I handle
divorces and juvenile custody cases for victims of
domestic violence.

Q. And how long have you been doingvthat
particular job?

A. That particular job, I've been doing
since July 1st, 2003.

Q. So you've been doing that job the whole

time?
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A. Yes, I have.

Q. Are you familiar with the case involving
a woman by the name of Teresa Allison?

A. Yes, I am.

Q. And what is your understanding of the
nature of that case?

A. Tt was a civil protection order filed by
our office on behalf of Teresa Allison.

Q. And were you involved somewhat in
Ms. Allison's case as an . attorney?,

A. As an attorney, no.

Q. Were you involved in some other way in

Ms. Allison's case?

A. Yes, I was.

Q. And what was the extent of your
involvement?

A, I was a service processor on an emergency

custody order.

Q. and tell me about how that came to be
that it was you, Nicole Hall, who served the
emergency custody order, how did that come abouz?

A. On the day in question, they'd received
an emergency custody order, and there was no —
sheriff available to serve the emergency custody

order.
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and I was told by Judge Preisse and Judge
Mason that as an officer of the court that I could
serve that emergency custody order.

Q. And where were you when you were told
that by Judge Preisse and Judge Mason?

A. I believe -- I think I was in the back
chambers, back hallway behind where the courtrooms
are on the sixth floor.

Q. And were you ohysically in possession of
the order at that time? |

A. Yes, I was.

Q. aAnd how was it that you came into
possession of the emergency custody order?

A. I was given the emergency custody order

either by Lorie McCaughan or Jenifer Thompson.

Q. Where were you when you were given that
order?
A. I believe I was up in the Tenth District

Court of Appeals conisrence room.

Q. And why were you in the Tenth District
Court of Appeals conierence room?

A. We were up there, I believe, on a
mandamus action that was filed, and I was up
sitting with the rest of our office in that

hearing.
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
