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but I called them on numerous occasions. It was
purely procedural. And absolutely, they were
legal calls. Yes. I know that I endeavored to
reach them and try to confirm whether or not there
had been a referral because I needed to see that
this child was protected. And it's absolutely
what I believe I had to do and that's what I did,
ves.

Q. Look for me if you would, please, at that

very same letter, the very same page, Page 2 of

Exhibit A.
A. Page 2. Okay.
Q. It's the page you're on, your Honor.
A. Oh, okay. Well, it doesn't have a --

Okay. All right. I'm set.

Q. Okay?

A. Hmm .

Q. The paragraph begins, "Both parties then
advised..." Do you see where I am?

A. Yes, I do.

Q. The Qery last -- excuse me, the -- There

are two sentences at the end of that paragraph.

A. Yes.
Q. Sentence begin -- begins, "The Court left
the Bench to call Mr. DeMiglio..."; is that
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correct?

A. Well, I don't really know Mr. DeMiglio.
We probably just wrote down who they said they
were. But I -- That's what it says, vyes.

Q. Mr. DeMiglio's from Franklin County
Children's Services, correct?

A. I'm thinking so because that's what 1t
says, but I don't really know him or anything. I
just know that we called and asked had they
received a referral. I don't know him personally,
but I am satisfied that we got that name, we
didn't make it up. So somebody, either my staff
or someone, gave us that name, I'm sure.

Or -- Or, you know, 1t could even have
been that Mr. Patterson gave me the name
because -- No. One of the parties contended they
made a referral to FCCS. We were trying to

confirm that.

So it could have been -- could have been
Ms. Patterson, it could have -- I'm sorry, her
name is Allison. It could have been Ms. Allison,

it could have been Brent Patterson, it could have
been an attorney. Someone at some point contended
that they had a referral made to FCCS, is my

recollection as best I can recall, at some point.
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Q. And after you came back from the call --
making the call to Mr. DeMiglio, you then told
both parties that because you now had cross
filings in the case, you now had parties filing
against each other, both seeking to protect the
child, that you needed information from Franklin
County Children's Services in order to decide
whether to protect the child from her father,

isn't that correct?

A. Right. Right. That's correct. That's
right.
Q. And when you did not receive a response

from Franklin County Children's Services, you
recessed the hearing, the matter, and told the
parties to come back that afternoon, correct?

A. Again, Mrs. Brown, from three years ago
I -- I can only say this: I definitely did pursue
trying to confirm, from my experience as a
juvenile magistrate, that a referral had been
made. I can say that.

I don't remember it's when I got on the

Bench, off the Bench; I can't tell you that. But
I can say this: I definitely endeavored to draw
upon my experience as a juvenile magistrate to

make sure that there had been a referral because I
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
