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which would have either been the last week of
October -- because that's when I was duty, I'm
sure about that -- and the first week of November,
because I was dealing with all of those CPOs,
including this one. |

So that -- I remember that time frame
very well. It was a -- an interesting time in my
career. But I don't know the dates. I was just
tryiﬁg to -- it was a lot going on. And this case
was not the one that I had tagged as emergency,
meaning it was not the most critical emergency.

I had two other children whose cases were
far more urgent, who didn't have three or four
people sitting around to protect them, who really
were at risk, who I was trying to get my attention
focused on.

But because of all the maneuvering and
the politicking the Capital clinic, remember, was
engaged in, and the Court of Appeals, I
couldn't -- the kid -- one of the children

actually got taking from the jurisdiction. One

had burn marks. So, I mean, I wasn't even trying
to focus on -- on --
Q. Let's -- Let's go back and focus on

Teresa Allison and Brent Patterson.
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A. Okay.
Q. You talked to Brent and you talked to his
mother while they were in that conference room,

correct?

A, No. I was not back there with them. I

was on the Bench.

Q. Let's look, your Honor --

A. I mean, at first.

Q. -- your deposition.

A. At first. Now, you mean -- If you're

talking about when they first came, like you said,
T didn't take them back there at first.
Q. T understand that. They were in the

private conference room --

A. Right.

Q. -- that you share with Judge Browne.
A. Right.

Q. You had a conversation with Brent

Patterson and his mother, correct?

A. Yeah. But it's -- When you say "private"
we it for -- I use for Court every day. So it's
not like -- When you say "private", I -- I allow

people to go back there every day during my docket
for status conferences and whatnot. So that's

not, like, something I don't do. I do it every
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day.

Q. And you had a conversation with Brent

Patterson and with his --

A. I don't —--

Q. - mother?

A. The only time I remember talking to them,
honestly, was after I went off -- I got off the

Bench. And once again, I can only say God
intervened because I had no reason to go in there.

Q. Your Honor --

A. I went in there and the girl was gone.
And I said, "Where is your daughter?" That's the
conversation. I said, "Where is the girl?"
Because I had left her with her grandma and dad.
That's where I thought she's safe. And I said,
"Where is the girl?"

That's the conversation I recall. Is

- that what you're meaning?

Q. Do you recall telling me at your
deposition that when I asked you -- I'm at

Page 324 of your deposition --

A. Wait a minute. I can't find it. I'm
SOorry.

Q. It's the smallest notebook.

A. Thank you. Three-twenty-four did you
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say?

Uh-huh.
Three-twenty-four.
Three-twenty-four?
