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comfortable this is that date, then I -- I know
which time it was.

Because I know when her first -- I can
remember what happened the first time she came. I
don't know the date. But it helps me to know that
April was when Winston was there because if
Attorney Winston was there in April and this was
the next hearing, if the continuance shows this
was the next hearing and that was her first one, I
do remember what happened the first time she came
on this matter that I can recall, you know,
formally, I mean.

Q. Look for me, if you would, please, at the
Exhibit right before H5, which is Exhibit H4 in
the notebook. 1It's H4, your Honor.

A. Yes.

Q. I'm sorry, I misdirected. I apologize.
It's H3, Exhibit H3.

Do you agree with me that that's the
Transcript of Proceedings from the April 14th,
2004 hearing?

A. That's what it says.

Q. And Mr. Winston is there on behalf of the
defendant, Ronald Fleming, correct?

A. Yes.
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Q. And do you recall any appearances by
Ms. Halliburton-Cohen between April 14th and
June 15th of 200472
A. I don't remember that. Because that's my

point. I do know that in April when Attorney

Winston came, he came alone. I know that.
Q. And --
A. And I remember that very well.
Q. And Ms. Halliburton-Cohen filed a Notice

of Appearance of Co-Counsel, which is Exhibit HS5,
on May 11th, 2004, correct?

A. I don't know. All I know is I got a note
from Winston through my secretary that he said he
was off the case. So it couldn't be cocounsel
because he sent me up a note that he was off the
case. So that caused confusion for me.

He sent a note to the secretary that said
he was "off the case". So you can't have a
cocounsel with somebody getting off the case
without following local rule, without leave of the
court. You can't have cocounsel. So there's a

problem there.

Q. Your Honor, you're talking --
A. SO —=
Q. -— about a note that was given apparently
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from Michael Winston to your secretary?
A. A call that came in, said that he was off

the case and was in quotes.

Q. And -- And when did that come in?
A. I don't know when it came in. I just
knew it had come in. That's why I wanted him

there, because he had made representations that he
would definitely be there, and then she's coming
in and saying she's cocounsel, he's saying he's
off the case. And I wanted the matter clarified
and I wanted them to conform with the local rules
before we proceeded.

Q. What secretary did Mr. Winston give his

note to?

A. I don't know.
Q. Did the secretary give you a note?
A. I mean, yeah, you know what I'm saying,

they called.
Q. Was he --
A. Like a stack of calls that you get, just

a routine call.

Q. Was it your -- your secretary that took
the call?

A. I'm sure it was. I mean --

Q. And who was —-- Who was your secretary
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during that time?

A. I don't know who took the note. It was
some staff person because it came through the
normal course on my desk. It was a note that said
he was off the case,'I mean. And I put the note
under my tray because I thought it was
significant. And the note is not where I left it.
And I don't know, but I'm sure it can be retrieved
because he called and said he was off the case.

And that was the information I was
operating from at the time I went into the
courtroom, that he had said he was off, which was
completely contrary to what he represented to
his -- to his -- to the -- to the Court, to
everyone in the courtroom.

This is all —-- These were people who —--
who were all there when he represented that he
would definitely be back and that he would be
there. And he understood the only reason I was
granting the continuances was because -- over
objection of his wife, who didn't have her medical
insurance, who had lupus, who had come from out of
state, whose mother was upset, because her
daughter -- |
