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is" --

A. Yes.

"going forward in this case.”
Did I read that correctly?

A. Yes. But the gist of it would be, as
best I was able to communicate it given the
circumstances I was under, as I have already
explained to you, and I didn't even want to have
the record on at that time because I didn't feel
that we needed to, but what generally happens in

these cases is --

Q. I just want to know whether I read that
correct.

A. You did. But it --

Q. Okay.

A. -- takes it all out of context of what

was going on because, again, you're not
understanding the circumstances under which this
record, as best I could, was made. So, you know,
the truth of the matter is the point was there is
a way to do it, and it wasn't being followed.

Q. You told Mr. Winston at one point that
there was case law that would support your
position that you could decide who was

representing Dr. Fleming; do you recall that?
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A. Yeah.

Q. And he asked for that case law. He asked
you for that case law and you told him he would
find out what it was when it came back to haunt
him; do you remember that?

A. I may have told him because I think my
concern at this point was that Kim
Halliburton-Cohen was behaving in such a fashion
that it was interfering with the effective and
efficient administration of justice.

I saw her then creating a record that
would cause him to get perhaps disbarred. I was
trying to impress upon him that the manner in
which you are proceeding could well hurt you. So
my focus at that point, as it generally is, is on
the person who is the most vulnerable and the
weak. I tend to look out for the weak and those
who are getting taken advantage of.

At that point, I stressed to him, I said,
"You're going to let your career go down the tubes
because of her maneuvering and unethical
behavior." So, yes. Yes.

Q. Your testimony today is that you told
Mr. Winston those very words --

A. No. ©No, not those words.
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Q. -— on the record?

A. No. But that was what I was trying to
do.

Q. Somewhere --

A. It was damage control for him.

Q. Somewhere in the transcript that we're --

A. No.

Q. -—- looking at, Exhibit H6 --

A. No. He admitted under oath that I tried

to impress upon him that he was hurting himself.

He admitted that. I heard his testimony.

Q. So we're not testifying to that --
A. I'm not saying the specific words. I'm
not saying the specific words. I'm saying my

efforts, when I put my hand on his shoulder, was

to say, "You know" --

Q. I'm not talking about that. I'm talking
about --

A. That's the whole -- It's not all --

Q. On the record --

A. -— on —-- It may not be on the record.

CHATR BRYANT: Let's listen to the
question very carefully, Judge, so we aren't
mistaken.

THE WITNESS: It may not be on the
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record. I -—- I don't know about that.

BY MS. BROWN:

Q. In fact, you never told Mr. Winston
during either hearing, the H- -- he's not at the
hearing that's H5. Excuse me.

-— during the hearing on June 1l6th, 2004,
that there was a local rule that you believed
controlled the issue of who represented
Dr. Fleming, correct?

A. I don't know. We talked —-- We talked on
and off the record.

And, see, this is the part that's
concerning me. You're seeming to wrongly believe
that this is the entirety of the communiques
between myself and them. That is in error. So,
you know, that's a big point. Because there was a
lot of communication. What I'm sure about is the
gist of what -- what's communicated.

But this -- her engineering this, the
attorney coming in with this court reporter, the
whole thing, in the nine years I have been on the
Bench, I've never permitted this. I only
permitted this because the lawyers were lying,
manipulating, scheming, and coming in my

courtroom, playing games. And I didn't want that
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
